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THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW 

BEFORE 

YOU TAKE PART ON ANY OF OUR BELLE GARDEN WETLAND ECO TOURS

· Make sure you wear proper shoes, like sneakers, your toes should be covered; it can get muddy and wet.

· You should bring UV protection cream; despite there are not many areas with full sun exposure - you don’t want to get sun burned.

· Ideal would be if you have a hat and should your eyes be sensitive you should wear sunglasses

· There are not many mosquitoes – nevertheless an insect repellent might make your visit more memorable.

· The Belle Garden Wetland Association, its members, Environment Tobago or anybody that referred you to us are not liable for any damages to you personally or your belongings from the moment of pick up to the moment of the end of the eco tour or drop at your hotel, except in cases of gross negligence.

· You should always follow the instructions of your eco tour guide, in case you fail to do so, we will not be liable to any damages to you personally or your property.
· Bathing topless or in the nude is not allowed at the Belle Garden Wetland Beach.

· Please dress decent, we are a community that respects others as well wants to be respected.

· The Belle Garden Wetland is a place of natural beauty and serenity, please behave in a way that does not disturb our wildlife, please do not pick any flowers, and be as quite as possible; you will definitely see more when you respect our environment.

· Before and after the eco tour: should you decide to visit any other place in our community, or visit a food outlet or bar, please respect our culture and people.

· In case you would like to bathe at the beach, please indicate so in your registration form. An additional hour of bathing will be charged at 10 USD per person. You should bring towels, an extra bottle of water to rinse off, clean your ears and extra sun lotion.
· There are no restrooms within the wetland, make sure you have visited one should the need arise. If you need to visit a restroom before the tour, indicate so to your eco tour guide, she or he will guide you accordingly.
· Should you have any medical condition or allergy that might interfere with your ability to visit the wetland or have a moderate walk for two hours you must indicate this on your registration form and to the eco tour guide before you start the eco tour.

· Please be well hydrated and have a light meal before the tour, if you wish we can provide refreshments and light meals, please refer to the registration form to make your order should you desire so.

· Please indicate any special wishes to our tour guide before we start the tour, we will try to accommodate you as far as possible, also be aware that as more you share your previous experience with eco tours as better our eco tour guide can assess your wishes.

· Please indicate your satisfaction, dissatisfaction, comments and suggestions to our eco tour guide as well feel free to email them to Environment Tobago, your input will help us to continuously upgrade our services. 

· Should you have enjoyed our tour please refer us to family and friends, and new tour helps us to protect our wetland for future visitors and generations.

· The Belle Garden Wetland Association is continuously monitoring and preserving the wetland, donations are very welcome to contribute to our efforts like

· Educating school children throughout Tobago on the importance of our wetlands,
· Wetland clean – up activities,
· Monitoring  of wetland wildlife and working together with our community, hunters, crabbers, fishermen and farmers to sustainably use the Belle Garden Wetland,
· Offering training fir community members in eco tour guiding, heritage art and craft and heritage cuisine.
